Highway Robbery addenda if using
SMSCC General Instructions

For this rally, manned checkpoints are called open Controls and will be identified by a sign ‘SCCA √.’ instead of ‘SM IN’.
Callback = maximum number of miles to the next timing control.
Replace L and R with Left and Right (L and R do NOT mean left and right for this rally)
Landmarks must be identified with a sign, be in the glossary/definitions, or have an official mileage.
Priority List (IV.2):

a. Execute an emergency instruction

b. Execute an instruction referenced to an official mileage if it occurs at that mileage (may or may not be redundant with what you were going to do anyway)

c. Execute a numbered instruction

d. Follow the main road.  The order of priority of main roads, from highest to lowest, is:
1. Onto
2. FLR
3. Left at T
4. Straight as possible

(note that following the main road, such as Left at T, does NOT end an FLR or Onto)

In IV.3 (continuing course-following actions), delete ‘Follow’ from the actions which end an FLR or Onto.

A control (checkpoint) does not end an FLR or Onto.

Unpaved does not exist, except for a very short (less than 0.10 mile) segment which you may or may not travel upon; we will tell you on which leg this occurs.  

Freeway onramps and offramps do not exist unless specifically instructed.
Consider turn pockets at intersections to be part of the intersection.

Official mileage is 0.00 at the beginning of each leg and at the action point of an NRI with /0.00 in the Official Mileage column.
DIYC – your out/start time is 2 minutes after your in/finish time

The maximum timing penalty per leg on Highway Robbery is one (1) minute.
Time Delays are called Time Allowance, and must be used in increments of one minute beginning with one-half minute (i.e., ½, 1½, 2½, etc.).  A maximum of 19½ minutes may be taken prior to the lunch break, and a maximum of 19½ minutes after the lunch break.  TA request forms will be provided in your packet.

There may be a few times when your assigned speed is over the legal speed limit.  Do not speed!  You will be able to make up any lost time prior to the next timing control.

Lettered route instructions will not be used.
