Turkey Traps 2015 – Rally Rules

1. Glossary:
	JDI
	Just Do It.  No Trap – just do it.

	L
	Turn Left.

	R
	Turn Right.

	AT / ENCOUNTER
	To be AT something or to ENCOUNTER something is to be within 50 feet of it; however, you are not AT something nor do you ENCOUNTER something that is
only behind you.

	@ (at symbol)
	When you first Encounter, or as soon as applicable thereafter.

	INTERSECTION
	A place where 2 or more roadways meet and/or cross.

	INT
	An INTERSECTION of exactly 2 differently-named roadways.

	P
	Proceed in the straightest possible direction through an INTERSECTION.

	RDWY
	A roadway with a different name than that of the roadway you are on.

	OPP
	A RDWY at which you can turn in the direction indicated.

	T
	An INTERSECTION where there is a roadway to your right and a roadway to your left, but past which no roadway goes generally straight ahead.

	SIGNAL
	An INT controlled by one or more electrically operated traffic controlling devices, working or not.

	STOP
	A sign which requires you to STOP at an INTERSECTION.

	SIDEROAD
	An INTERSECTION of exactly 3 roadways where a roadway goes generally straight ahead and a roadway goes either to your left or to your right, not both.

	CROSSROAD
	An INTERSECTION of exactly 4 roadways where a roadway goes to your left, a roadway goes to your right, and a roadway goes generally straight ahead.

	SOL
	Sign On Left – If SOL appears in a Question to which you are currently seeking the answer, do not use any sign that is on your right.


2. Priority:  The order of precedence from highest to lowest is: 

· Rallymaster Instruction

· Checkpoint Instruction

· Rally Rules

· Lettered Route Instruction (LRI)

· Numbered Route Instruction (NRI).

When items of different precedence conflict, obey the item of higher precedence in that situation.

3. Execution of Instructions:  Execute each instruction as soon and as often as applicable; however, do not execute a route instruction (LRI or NRI) that is not active.
Each NRI becomes active when every NRI that it precedes has been completely executed.  While an NRI is active, it is to be completely executed once, at which point it is no longer active.  Each part of an NRI with multiple-parts is to be executed once only, in the order presented.
Each LRI becomes active when you completely execute the last NRI preceding the LRI on your course pages, and remains active until the LRI is canceled.  While an LRI is active, execute it whenever applicable.  Do not re‑initiate a multiple‑part LRI until you have completely executed all parts of it.  If two active LRIs conflict, the one which is alphabetically earlier has higher precedence (Alpha would be higher than Zeta).

4. Signs:  A sign is made up of one or more surfaces, arranged so as to convey a single message.  Double quotation marks ( " ) are used to indicate a sign which includes everything (words, numbers, abbreviations, symbols) that appears within the double quotation marks.
5. Roadways, Names:  A roadway may only be referred to by its full name.  Consider address numbers, compass directional words (North, South, East, & West) and their abbreviations, and the following words: Avenue, Avenida, Boulevard, Canyon, Circle, Court, Drive, Lane, Parkway, Place, Road, Street, & Way and their abbreviations not to exist on any roadway naming sign.  If roadway naming sign in advance of an Intersection (a pre‑marker) conflicts with a roadway naming sign at the Intersection, use the roadway‑naming sign at the Intersection.  Do not consider community identification to be part of the roadway name.  Roadways with different names are different roadways.  Roadways of the same name are considered to be the same roadway.  A numbered route designation (such as California 27) is not considered a roadway name.  Consider parking lots, driveways, and alleys, portions of roadways that are unpaved, portions of roadways that are private, and portions of roadways that only lead to private gated communities, to be non‑existent except at the Start and Finish locations of today's rally.

6. Direction of Travel:  Always proceed in the straightest applicable direction unless otherwise directed.  The straightest applicable direction at the end of a dead-end or at a cul-de sac is a U‑Turn.  Whenever the last NRI you turned for contains the word ONTO and the name of the roadway you are traveling on, do not leave that roadway except to execute another Route Instruction (NRI or LRI) which causes you to leave that roadway, even if you must U‑Turn to remain on that roadway.
7. Questions:  A Q is a printed question appearing on your course pages.  Begin seeking the answer to a Q when you have completely executed the last NRI appearing before the Q, and continue seeking the answer to the Q until you completely execute the first NRI appearing after the Q, then print the answer in the corresponding space on your Control Card.  If a Q cannot otherwise be answered, consider 'TURKEY' to be its answer.  Make no undirected marks on your Control Card.

8. Or:  The word OR separates a Route Instruction into multiple portions; execute whichever portion can be completely executed first along the rally course and then consider the entire Route Instruction to have been completely executed.

9. Checkpoints:  When you get to a Checkpoint, stop when you come to the SCCA checkpoint sign, and remain in your vehicle until a checkpoint worker gets to your vehicle.  Hand your control card to the checkpoint worker and do whatever the checkpoint worker directs you to do.

10. Miscellaneous:  Never look more than 100 feet from where you are nor more than 90° from your vehicle's direction of travel to see signs or landmarks.
Do not split any word, number, or abbreviation.
Parentheses (  ) and their contents are considered not to exist in Route Instructions and Questions.  Defined terms can be pluralized by adding an 's' to the end (for example, the plural of INT is INTs).
Never execute two consecutive NRIs at the same Intersection.
When counting OPPs for a Q or for a Route Instruction, do not count the same named roadway more than once.
CApitALIZATion and Typeface are irrelevant.

Rally Rule questions submitted by the committee

1) Does a Route Instruction have to cause you to take a different course than what you would have otherwise followed?
NO.

2) Can a dead-end roadway exist? 
YES

3) Can a roadway which can only be reached by a prohibited turn exist?
YES

4) Are flawed route instructions allowed?

5) Does an intervening word disqualify a quoted reference?

NO
a sign reading 'Santa Loves Monica' could be referenced as "SANTA MONICA" since the text of the sign does appear within the double quotation marks.

6) If a roadway is identified by a sign that reads: 

	S. BULL  FROG DR.


Can the roadway be referenced as:

· BULL  or as  FROG?
NO (the full name is Bull  Frog);
· S. BULL  FROG DR? 
NO (abbreviations of the words underlined in Rally Rule 5 do not exist on roadway‑naming signs);
· BULL  FROG DRIVE? 
NO (the word DRIVE does not exist on roadway naming signs);
· BULLFROG?

NO (the words were separate on the sign);
· BULL  FROG?

YES (this is the only correct reference).

7) What sorts of Questions would be unanswerable?
A Question is unanswerable if it presumes untrue facts, such as 'What is the name of the 1st RDWY you come to after you pass SMITH?' and you never pass SMITH.
Note that the correct answer to some Questions can be NO or ZERO or NONE.

8) How does one distinguish PARTs and PORTIONs of Route Instructions?
Each Part of a Route Instruction usually ends with a period; most Route Instructions have just one part.  Portions of a Route Instruction are separated by the word OR.
Will a single Route Instruction have both multiple Parts and multiple Portions?
NO

9) What is an abbreviation?
A shortened form of a word or phrase,
including defined terms that are not English words: L, P, R, T, INT, OPP, RDWY & SOL.
For example ST is an abbreviation for Street.
MPH is an abbreviation for the phrase Miles Per Hour.
Are initials (such as the 'W' of George W. Bush) abbreviations?
YES
10) If a single signpost has a Stop sign, a sign naming the roadway you are on, and a sign naming an intersecting roadway, how many signs is that?
3 signs, one per message
If a Single signpost has two panels, how many signs is that?
 1 sign (with 2 panels), which could be referred to as "Santa Monica Bay".

11) Which NRI is to be executed first?
The only NRI whose execution is not 'blocked' by other unexecuted NRIs.
