DIRECTIONS

From Los Angeles International Airport (LAX) (about 40 miles):  Exit airport East on Century Blvd.  Right/North onto Interstate 405.  Merge onto Interstate 5 North.  Exit at Calgrove Blvd.  Left on Calgrove (at end of offramp).  Right at traffic light onto The Old Rd.  The hotel is on the left within 1.2 miles. 
From Bob Hope Airport (BUR) (about 20 miles):  Exit airport East (on Thornton Ave.).  Left/North onto Hollywood Way.  Left onto Interstate 5 North.  Exit at Calgrove Blvd.  Left on Calgrove (at end of offramp).  Right at traffic light onto The Old Rd.  The hotel is on the left within 1.2 miles.
ARTICLE 9:  INSTRUCTIONS

Section D -- Questions from Contestants

  Questions regarding these General Instructions should be submitted in writing to:  Jeanne English, 30 - 13th St, Apt E, Hermosa Beach, CA 90254 or emailed to ean21@juno.com.  They should be received by Wednesday, October 19.

Section F -- Issuance of Route Instructions

  Route instructions will be available in the registration room 30 minutes prior to your start time.  You are free to leave any time after you receive your route instructions.

  The START for all three rallies is “25219” near the sidewalk at the hotel exit.
ARTICLE 16:  CONTROLS
Highway Robbery and Not My Fault use open CONTROLS and DIYCs.  A Course With No Name uses open, non-timed, Checkpoints.
Section C -- Open and passage CONTROL Location (Highway Robbery and Not My Fault)
  (add)  A limited number of open CONTROLs are placed at carefully chosen locations within or soon after no passing zones.

Section F -- Do-It-Yourself CONTROLs (Highway Robbery and Not My Fault)

  As a reminder to our local contestants, the out time is 2.00 minutes after your in time at a DIYC.

ARTICLE 17:  OFFICIAL MILEAGES (Highway Robbery and Not My Fault)
Section C -- Information for Contestants

  Mileage measurement information will be available at registration.

Section D -- Zeroing of Official Mileage

  Official mileage zeroes at the start, at the out marker of each open control, at each DIYC and where instructed.
ARTICLE 18: TIMING AND SCORING
For A Course With No Name, all cars will run in a single class of competition.  For weekend awards, results will be scored by class.
Section J – Tie-Breaking (for trophies only)

  For A Course With No Name, ties will be broken by the scores on several questions selected in advance by the Rallymaster.  
  For Highway Robbery and Not My Fault, ties will be broken first by legs won, then by number of 0s, then 1s, etc.
Section L -- Scoring Method

  Control cards will be used, and will be collected at several points during the rally.  Contestants will be provided with a score sheet for their own use.

ARTICLE 21:  TIME ALLOWANCES (Highway Robbery and Not My Fault)
Section B -- Time Allowance Requests

(add)  A maximum of 19½ minutes may be taken prior to the lunch break, and a maximum of 19½ minutes after the lunch break.  Time allowance request forms will be provided in your packet.

ARTICLES 23 and 25:  CONVENTIONS
Section B -- Roads

 1. (replace) Only public roads will be used.  Unpaved does not exist.  Roads marked Private, Keep Out, Road Closed,
No Outlet, Dead End, Not a Through Road or Not a Through Street, etc. exist.  Otherwise eligible roads which visibly dead end exist.  Roads which are visibly barricaded or otherwise impassible do not exist.  Roads having illegal entry or roads requiring an illegal turn do not exist.  The La Quinta entrance/exit exists.
  3. (replace) Road identification will be as intended by the erecting agency and will always be obvious.  (See also 25:D,3 below regarding partial designation).
Section C – Signs

  A single sign may not be used for consecutive numbered route instructions.
  As a reminder to our local contestants, quoted signs may be anywhere (except lookback).

Section D -- Landmarks

  As a reminder to our local contestants, any landmark referenced in a route instruction must be identified by a sign, or referenced to an OM (official mileage), or defined in the glossary (below and in the RRRs).

  3. (add)   Landmarks may be identified by continuous partial designation:  e.g. the landmark Old Hermosa Beach Blvd West might appear as Hermosa, or as Old Hermosa, or as Beach, or as Blvd., etc. but not as Hermosa Blvd, nor as Beach Boulevard, etc.

Section E – Average Speeds

  4. (add)   For all purposes, including speed changes, official mileages at intersections are taken in the following order:



1.  STOP or YIELD



2.  White (limit) line





3.  Road identification sign; if there is more than one road identification sign, the first one at the intersection (near side of intersection) is used



4.  Apex of the intersection (Highway Robbery only)
ARTICLE 27:  GLOSSARY (Highway Robbery and Not My Fault)
JDI


Just Do It – do what is directed without regard to conflicting rules.  (JDI is never used as a trap.)
OPP


Opportunity – an intersection where the specified action can be executed
SIGNAL
 
same as TRAFFIC LIGHT in the RRRs

SANCTION EXCEPTION:
A limited number of open and passage controls located in or soon after no passing zones (see 16.C above)

A COURSE WITH NO NAME
In addition to the above, there is a separate set of Rally Rules, which are attached.

ARTICLE 16: CONTROLS
Section D -- Open CONTROL Operation

  Enter all open CONTROLs in a safe manner.  An official SCCA checkpoint sign (an example of which will be on display during registration) will mark the timing line.  You will be timed in as your front wheels cross the timing line.  Proceed to the CONTROL table or car and hand your current control card(s) to a worker.  You are expected to check your recorded in time.  All timing discrepancies must be recorded at the CONTROL in question.  Timing disputes within 0.03 minute will not be considered.

You will be given a handout which will contain the following information:

  CONTROL number

  Official mileage(s) for the previous LEG(s)

  Official LEG mileage at the timing line if different than official mileage

  LEG time(s)

  Next NRI to be considered for initiation at the out marker; any NRIs skipped are canceled

  Out Speed -- CAST that speed at the out marker to begin the new LEG

  Out marker -- description of reference marker which begins the new LEG

  Callback -- maximum distance to the next timing CONTROL  

  NOT THRU – OK or NO (see 25.B.1 below)
  Official Information, if any.  This information will be correct and helpful, and may instruct you to U-turn to reach the out marker, begin a free zone, cancel LRIs, etc.
  Critique(s) for the previous LEG(s)

  Timing log(s) for the previous LEG(s)

The new LEG begins at the out marker, and official mileage reverts to 0.00 at the out marker.

ARTICLE 19:  PENALTIES

Section A -- Basic Scoring Penalties 

(change)  The maximum scoring penalty for early or late arrival at a control shall be one (1) minute.

Section B -- Other Penalties
  The penalty for stopping, creeping, or evasive action in sight of an open or passage CONTROL shall be 50 points.  Creeping is traveling at ½ the assigned speed or less.  If a contestant is judged by CONTROL personnel to be creeping, they shall wave the contestant to enter the CONTROL.  Only if the contestant does not immediately accelerate into the CONTROL shall the creeping penalty be imposed.  The decision of the CONTROL captain is final.
ARTICLE 24:  ROUTE FOLLOWING PRIORITIES AND MAIN ROAD RULE
Section A -- Route Following Priorities

  The priority list is:
a. Execute an emergency instruction

b. Execute an instruction referenced to an official mileage if it occurs at that mileage
c. Execute a numbered route instruction

d. Execute a lettered route instruction

e. Follow the main road in this order:

a. FLR
b. Onto
c. Right at T

d. Straight as possible

Section C -- Approved Main Road Determinants

  This event will use a fixed MRD list.  The Main Road at each INTERSECTION is determined by application of the highest priority active MRD that determines a unique course.
  In addition to the MRDs listed in the RRRs, the following MRD is available for use:

FLR –  the main road, as determined by this determinant, is the road that the execution of the instruction FLR has directed the contestant to travel on by following the lined road.  The instruction FLR is considered complete when the road you are traveling upon is or becomes the Lined Road.  However, the lined road continues to be the main road until a course-directing action is executed.  (This MRD is analogous to ONTO; use it the same way.)
ARTICLE 25: CONVENTIONS
Section A -- Route Instructions

  1. Types of Instructions


a. (add) This rally uses Numbered and Lettered Route Instructions.

b. (replace) Numbered Route Instructions (NRIs) will be listed in ascending numerical order and they are to be completed in that order with the following exceptions:


* Overlap as specified in 25:A,6,a


* Some NRIs may be canceled at open CONTROLs


d. Lettered Route Instructions will be listed between the Numbered Route Instructions.  An LRI becomes active when you have completed the NRI which precedes it.  It may be completed once, more than once, or not at all.  It may not be re-initiated until it has been completed in its entirety.  It remains active until cancelled by itself, another LRI, an NRI, or by Official Information on a control handout.  LRIs may overlap other LRIs and NRIs, but not themselves.  NRIs may overlap LRIs.
Section B -- Roads

  1.  (add)  Control handouts will specify either ‘Not Thru OK’ or ‘Not Thru No’,  ‘Not Thru OK’ means that roads marked Private, Keep Out, Road Closed, No Outlet, Dead End, Not a Through Road or Not a Through Street, etc. and otherwise eligible roads which visibly dead end exist.  ‘Not Thru No’ means that they do not exist.  For Leg 1:  Not Thru OK  
Section E -- Average Speeds

  1. (add)   There may be a few times when your assigned speed is over the legal speed limit.  Do not speed!  You will be able to make up any lost time prior to the next timing control.

ARTICLE 27:  GLOSSARY
FLR

Follow the Lined Road

Lined Road
A road with one or more lines (or rows(s) of dots or center median) separating opposing directions of


traffic.

SIGNAL
same as TRAFFIC LIGHT in the RRRs
(Additional) SANCTION EXCEPTIONS:
1 minute maximum timing penalty per leg
NRIs skipped at open CONTROLs  (see 16.D above)

Additional MRD (FLR -- see 24.C above)

NOT MY FAULT
ARTICLE 16: CONTROLS
  Each open CONTROL will be preceded by a calculation point.  The distance between the calculation point and the CONTROL in line will be less than 2 miles.  You may not stop between the calculation point and the CONTROL in line, but you may creep – a 100 point penalty may be assessed for stopping.  However, it is OK to pull up past the calculation point (no more than .03 mile) so as not to block it for other contestants.  (This rally is intended to allow you to drive at whatever speed you choose, get to the calculation point and complete your calculations, and then continue at the given average speed to the CONTROL in line.)    Please remember to be courteous to other competitors when approaching the CONTROL in line.
  Enter all open CONTROLs in a safe manner.  An official SCCA checkpoint sign (an example of which will be on display during registration) will mark the timing line.  You will be timed in as your front wheels cross the timing line.  Proceed to the CONTROL table or car and hand your current control card(s) to a worker.  You are expected to check your recorded in time.  All timing discrepancies must be recorded at the CONTROL in question.  Timing disputes within 0.03 minute will not be considered.

  CONTROL number

  Official mileage(s) for the previous LEG(s)

  Official LEG mileage at the timing line if different than official mileage

The new LEG begins at the out marker, and official mileage reverts to 0.00 at the out marker.

At some CONTROLs, you may need to follow the instructions to get to the out marker.
ARTICLE 19:  PENALTIES

Section A -- Basic Scoring Penalties 

The maximum scoring penalty for early or late arrival at a control shall be two (2) minutes.

Section B -- Other Penalties
  The penalty for stopping in sight of an open CONTROL shall be 100 points.  If a contestant is judged by CONTROL personnel to have stopped, they shall wave the contestant to enter the CONTROL.  Only if the contestant does not immediately accelerate into the CONTROL shall the stopping penalty be imposed.  The decision of the CONTROL captain is final.
ARTICLE 23: CONVENTIONS
Section E:  Average Speeds

  1. (add)   There may be a few times when your assigned speed is over the legal speed limit.  Do not speed!  You will be able to make up any lost time prior to the next timing control.
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
