USRRC – LITE PHILOSOPHY

For example, Friday night will be a regional tour (part of SMSCC’s First Friday Niter rally series), not a national. It is possible to enter all three rallies for as low as $70 total!  Also on the lite side will be the amount spent on trophies, and we will not be providing your meals.  There will not be a headquarters hotel because it is cheaper to make your own reservations online than to use a group rate.  And finally, SCCA championship points earned will not be 30 per event, but rather 10 for the regional and 20 each for the nationals. We hope that with the USRRC Lite philosophy you can come enjoy some great rallies yet not have to spend a fortune.

RALLY PHILOSOPHIES

The First Friday Niter is a straightforward tour rally on some nice driving roads.  It will run to the SMSCC General Instructions.
Highway Robbery is a course rally that will test your ability to stay on course and on time.  There will be no Aristotle or absence of the sign traps, and there will be a fixed main road.  In fact, you can run Highway Robbery using the SMSCC General Instructions with a short addenda instead of the RRRs if you want to.  The rallymaster expects most contestants to do most legs correctly.
Turkey Traps is a trap-gimmick rally on which you do not have to stay on time, so you have time to re-read the rules, and to go back to recheck a sign or an intersection, and to actually THINK about what you're doing.
